Field Rehabilitation Construction Project only, that Your Way Contracting and/or their
Sub-Contractors be permitted to conduct construction at Merritt Field on Sundays

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Council reserves the right to modify, amend
and/or change any hours of construction on Sundays during the course of this
